Chapter 1 Definitions ﬂﬂ ﬂ

Any terms and description specifically defined under any section of this Policy shall bear the same meaning
wherever they may appear in this Policy, unless otherwise stated in the Policy.

“Policy” includes insurance proposal, schedule, conditions, exclusions, terms, attachments, special clauses,
warranties and policy endorsements which are deemed part of this insurance contract.

“Company" means the Insurer under this Policy.
“Assured” means a person or juristic person named in the Schedule.

“Limit of Liability” means the limited sum payable per claim or accident and the limited sum payable per
conveyance and the limited sum payable as indemnity for delay in delivery per claim or per accident and per
conveyance as specified in the Schedule.

“Aggregate Limit of Liability” means the maximum sum payable for indemnity as stated in the Schedule which
remains after each and every deduction of indemnity amount paid by the Company or to which the Company has
agreed in writing to pay pursuant to this Policy (if any) during the period of insurance unless otherwise agreed in

writing.

“Conveyance” means conveyance used for carriage for which the Assured shall be covered under the terms,
exclusions and conditions of this Policy according to specification of the conveyance as provided in Chapter 2

Clause 2 herein.
Chapter 2 Cover

Subject to Exclusions in Chapter 3 and General Conditions in Chapter 4, terms, conditions, warrantics and
attachments and endorsements (if any) including the limits of liability stated in the Schedule, this insurance shall
cover legal liability of the Assured for:

Clause 1. Loss of, damage to or delay in delivery of goods carried by the Assured which occur during
carriage and within the period of insurance from the moment the goods arc loaded on the
carrying conveyance until the time of delivery and the carriage is performed by the carrying
conveyance specified in the Schedule, including loss of or damage to goods which occur in the
process of loading on the carrying conveyance and unloading from the carrying conveyance
performed by the Assured or his agents or employees.

written contract evidencing non-possession or disuse by the Assured.

The cover of liability of the Assured shall be in accordance with the provisions of Chapter 2 and
also be subject to the following conditions:

The Company may not entertain the claim if the Assured deliberately fails to comply, or
there is rcasonable ground to believe the Assured has the intention not to comply with
the above conditions.

Breach of Warranty

It is expressly agreed in this Policy that where the Policy stipulates a warranty clause in the
Schedule, it shall be the duty of the Assured to exactly comply with the said warranty, failing
which the Company shall be immediately discharged from liability under this Policy as from the
moment of the said breach of warranty.

Voidable State of the Policy

Where the Assured has mistakenly described the essence of the risks insured or material facts
required to be declared to the Company for risk assessment or fixing of the premium, or where
the Assured has omitted to disclose the said facts, it shall be deemed that the insurance contract
under this Policy is voidable and the Company reserves the right to avoid the insurance contract
within the period of one month from the day the Company became aware of the cause for the

avoidance.

After the goods transported by the Assured arrive at the place designated for delivery, if there is any circumstance
preventing the delivery of the goods to the consignee, or the consignee refuses to accept the goods and the
Assured or their agent shall have to proceed under instruction of the person with the right to manage the goods, or
to proceed to the extent necessary for the benefit of the person with the right to manage the goods, the Assured
must notify the Company in writing prior to commencing such undertaking, in which case the Company shall be
entitled to charge for additional premium and/or increase the amount of excess for which the Assured must be

responsible,

The Company may decline to settle the claim if the Assured’s failure to comply with the aforesaid condition is
intentional or there is reasonable ground to believe that such failure is intentional.
